D.C. Serra has been a hero of mine since my earliest years. The following
1s a biography on Serra which I was able to piece together. I hope you en-
joy it..

Junipero Serra was born in Spain in 1713. He attended school
in Palma and entered the Franciscan Order in 1730. He was
ordained a priest in 1738 and received a doctorate in theology
in 1743. he taught at the University of Palma until 1749, when
he decided to become a missionary. Serra arrived in Mexico
City in 1750, and worked among the Indians in Mexico until
1767. In 1767, Serra was sent to Lower California to start mis-
sions there.

Spain decided to colonize Upper California to keep the region out of Russian and Brit-
ish hands. Portola and Serra arrived at the present site of San Diego in 1769. In 1770, they
went northward and located Monterey Bay, where they founded the Mission San Carlos Bor-
romeo (moved to the Carmel area in 1771). In all, 21 missions were eventually established
by the Franciscans. Serra died in Carmel in 1784. A campaign to have him declarecd a
saint began in 1934, and he was beatified in 1988. On September 23, 2015, he was canon-
ized a saint by Pope Francis in a special Mass in Washington, D.C.

Serra was a renowned figure in his lifetime. However, his treatment of the American
Indians is debated. His advocates claim he was a strenuous defender of the Indians and in-
troduced to their lands the cattle, sheep, grains, and fruits of Mexico. His detractors charge

that he was complicit in colonization of the American continent and the enslavement of the
indigenous peoples.

OLL Seasonal Qutreach Ministry for R.E.S.T.
Providing Meals for the Winter Homeless Shelter

Our Lady of Loretto’s Seasonal Outreach Ministry will again be helping to provide a hot meal on the
fourth Tuesday of the month from November through April for the Winter Homeless Shelter headed by the
R.E.S.T. (Rotating Emergency Shelter Team) Program. OLL has been a partner in this very worthwhile pro-
gram for the past four years with other Faith Communities here in Novato to provide, prepare, and serve a
warm homemade meal once a month for men at a Church in Novato that will be providing sleeping space.

R.E.S.T. is a cooperative program of interfaith congregations, St. Vincent De Paul Society, and Marin
Community Foundation that have coordinated a program called REST (Rotating Emergency Shelter Team).
This team has strived to provide a warm evening meal, companionship, and overnight shelter to some of Marin
County’s homeless citizens during the winter months for the past nine years.

N g From the beginning of
creation, God intended for
people to live together in rela-
tionship with one another.

They certainly require trust and
honesty. Jesus demonstrated a deep commitment to
his friends and to us. As our brother, he gave his
very life for us. Children work hard at friendships.
They trust, forgive, and love without conditions. The
final words of today’s Gospel invite us to welcome
Jesus and the people of our relationships with the
fresh enthusiasm of a child.

Junipero Serra nacio en Esparia en 1713. Asistio
A 3 _a la escuela en Palma y entro en la orden franciscana
iy : B en 1730.

o versidad de Palma hasta 1749, cuando él decidido
convertirse en un misionero. Serra llego a la Ciudad
il de México en 1750, y trabajo entre los indios en Méxi-

& co hasta 1767. En 1767, Serra fue enviado a Baja Cali
~ fornia para iniciar misiones alll.

Esparia decidio colonizar la Alta California para mantener la region de las
manos rusas y britanicas. Portola y Serra llegaron al sitio actual de San Diego en
1769. En 1770, se dirigieron hacia el norte, y encuentran la Bahia de Monterey,
donde fundaron la Mision de San Carlos Borromeo (trasladado a la zona de Car-
mel en 1771). En total, 21 misiones fueron finalmente establecidos por los fran-
ciscanos. Serra murio en Carmel en 1784. Una camparia de tenerlo declarecd un
santo comenzo en 1934, y fue beatificado en 1988. El 23 de septiembre de 2015,
fue canonizado santo por Francisco en una misa especial en Washington, DC

Serra fue una figura de renombre en su vida. Sin embargo, se discute su
tratamiento de los indios americanos. Sus defensores afirman que era un defensor
vigoroso de los indios y se presento a sus tierras los bovinos, ovinos, granos y fru-
tas de México. Sus detractores alegan que él era complice de la colonizacion del
continente americano y la esclavizacion de los pueblos indigenas.
