Overwhelmed 
with the burden of the sins of our nation, we cry 
to you from the depths of our hearts and seek 
refuge in your motherly protection.

Open our minds to the 
great worth of human life and to the responsibil-
ities that accompany human freedom.  
 
Free us from the falsehoods that lead to the evil 
of abortion and threaten the sanctity of family 
life. Grant our country the wisdom to proclaim 
that God’s law is the foundation on which this 
nation was founded, and that He alone is the 
True Source of our cherished rights to life, liber-
ty and the pursuit of happiness.

Durante años se dio 
por vencida de hablar directamente a su hijo siguien-
do el consejo de un obispo de la región que le dijo 
que era mejor hablar con Dios sobre Agustín que con 
Agustín sobre Dios. 

Final-
mente, Agustín abandonó su rebeldía, fue bautizado 
y luego ordenado y nombrado obispo de Hipona. San 
Agustín se convirtió en uno de los eruditos más im-
portantes de la Iglesia.
