Pastor’s Letter

Dear Friends,

Before I talk about my main topic, I have two points I’d like to
address:

1)  If the Office doesn’t have your Email Address, would you please
give it to Erin? We would like to update our list.

2)  The Carmelites down in Marinwood need a new roof on the Car-
mel before the winter rains arrive. So far they have been able to raise
$15,000. They still need to raise another $10,000. OLL has already do-
nated $2,500 towards the new roof. If you could help, I know the Sisters would appreciate it
very much. Thanks in advance for your generosity!

After talking it over with my Staff, I have decided to go to an 8, 10, and 12 Noon Mass
Schedule beginning Sunday, November 29", the First Sunday in Advent. We will also be start-
ing up our 2™ Spanish Mass on Saturday, November 28", at 7pm. As I told you in previous
letters, the vast majority of parishioners wanted this change, but a small minority of parishion-
ers, were very passionate and vocal about keeping the schedule the way it is. I have listened to
you and propose this: most of you told me you would be going to the new 8am Mass and
wanted music. We will have music at the 8am Mass, but the music will be toned down: no
sung Gloria or Responsorial Psalm. I’'m walking on eggshells here, because the 7:30 Mass go-
ers have let it be known that they do not want music. I am trying to make as many of you as
happy as possible. I never forget that this is your parish, not mine. The Archbishop could pull
me any time, but you are here for the long term. To the 7:30 Mass goers, let’s see how many 9
o’clockers go to the new 8 o’clock Mass and if they sing. I promise you after six months’
time, if people do not sing, I will discontinue the music at this Mass. I’m trying to find some
common ground here realizing that with some people no common ground is to be found. Let’s
see what happens.
