tion of the Blessed Virgin Mary, we begin a Holy Year, the Year of Mercy, pro-
claimed by Pope Francis. I will occasionally write you letters, during this Holy 
Year, about the Year of Mercy and why Pope Francis wanted to do this at this par-
ticular time. Stay tuned.
