Rite for Burning Palms

BURNING PALMS FOR ASHES......
For many parishes the ashes which were distributed last Wednesday were made from old palm branches given out last year
on Palm Sunday.

Some parishes hold special “palm burning” ceremonies in the days before Ash Wednesday. This practice is common in
other countries, such as the Philippines, where palms are burned on the day before Ash Wednesday.

The practice of using last year’s palms for this year’s ashes may seem like a new ritual, but it actually dates back to the
12th century.

FAST & ABSTINENCE

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of
fasting and abstinence for Catholics. In addition, Fridays
during Lent are obligatory days of abstinence.

For members of the Latin Catholic Church, the norms on
fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59. When
fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well
as two smaller meals that together are not equal to a full
meal. The norms concerning abstinence from meat are
binding upon members of the Latin Catholic Church from
age 14 onwards.

Members of the Eastern Catholic Churches are to ob-
serve the particular law of their own sui jiuris Church.

If possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the
Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the "paschal
fast" to honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus,
and to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to cele-
brate more readily his Resurrection.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

Recientemente, una réplica del Cristo Negro de
Esquipulas también tuvo problemas en llegar a su
destino. Dicha copia, hecha en Guatemala para la
comunidad guatemalteca de Los Angeles, California,
tuvo problemas al cruzar la frontera entre México y
Estados Unidos, ya que las autoridades de inmigra-
cion no permitieron pasarla por falta de documentos.
Los fieles no tuvieron otra opcién que pasarla, a pre-
cio de “mordidas” y a escondidas, por lo cual se le
llama el Cristo “Mojado” de Esquipulas. Cristo tuvo
que entrar en este pais como muchos inmigrantes
latinos, a escondidas.
