For the past Six years Our Lady of Loretto has provided meals for the R.E.S.T. (Rotating Emergency Shelter 
Team-providing shelter for the homeless) during the Winter months.  
   
The response, again this year, from members of Our Lady of Loretto parish has been most generous, from 
purchasing and preparing delicious home cooked meals to donating funds that provided over 600 pair of 
socks, gloves, hats, rain ponchos, scarves and toiletries.   All who were sheltered by the REST program were 
so very appreciative of your generosity and efforts to make their lives a bit more comfortable during the win-
ter season.  
 
There is funding for one more year of the REST program as it stands now.  The hope is to have a permanent 
shelter by April of 2018.   If so, we may be asked to participate by providing and serving meals at the perma-
nent shelter.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE 
El 19 de abril en Uruguay se conmemora a la Virgen del Verdún, que está colocada so-
bre una columna de seis metros en uno de los cerros que rodean la ciudad de Minas. Es-
ta imagen fue puesta allí por el párroco don José De Luca en 1900. Su intención era 
dedicar esta imagen en recuerdo del siglo diecinueve y recibir así el siglo veinte, 
dedicándolo a María Inmaculada en honor de Cristo Redentor.  
En el 2007 la peregrinación a la Virgen del Verdún llevaba como lema "De la mano de 
María, discípulos y misioneros de Jesucristo". Este bello refrán nos recuerda que vamos 
caminando de la mano de María, nuestra hermana en la fe, para ser como ella, discípu-
los de su hijo y misioneros del mensaje redentor de Jesucristo. No obstante, hay que 
reconocer que mucho cristianos, especialmente nosotros, los latinoamericanos, nos 
quedamos sólo con María y nunca llegamos a Jesús. Eso a María no le gusta ya que 
toda reverencia a ella debe abrirnos a recibir a su único hijo, Jesús, y adorarlo como 

nuestro único Señor y salvador.
