WORDS OF WISDOM

The spirit of wisdom, as we discover in today's first read-
ing, comes to those who pray for her. Wisdom, like the
word of God, carries a message of consolation as well as
of great challenge. The Letter to the Hebrews tells us that
the word of God, infused with the wisdom of God, is
"sharper than any two-edged sword." We cannot shrink
from the wisdom of God, or from the word that has the
power to penetrate our hearts and minds. Jesus, the living
word of God, the embodiment of wisdom, has strong,
deeply penetrating words for the rich young man who
comes to him seeking answers to his most profound ques-
tions. Just when the young man thought he had done
enough to fulfill God's commands, more was asked of
him. This is no less true for us.

8l NUESTRA FE

Existe en Peri un mural milag-
roso de la Pasion de Jesucristo.
Esta imagen reconocida como el
Sefior de los Milagros, el Cristo
Moreno o el Cristo de Pachaca-
milla fue pintada por un ango-
lefio en el siglo XVII para una
cofradia de africanos. A mitad
del siglo un fuerte terremoto sa-
cudid a Lima y las paredes de la cofradia se cayeron,
sin que se dafnara el mural. Eventualmente la imagen
se reveld como milagrosa para los que oraban
delante de ella.

En la imagen aparece Jesus crucificado. Sobre ¢l esta
el Espiritu Santo y el Padre. A la derecha de la cruz
estd su Madre con el corazon traspasado por una lan-
za 'y a su derecha, el fiel discipulo amado. Esta
imagen es venerada como el Sefor de los Milagros.
Sin saberlo el artista angolefo ha pintado una reflex-
16n teolodgica sobre la divinidad y la humanidad de
Jesucristo. En su pasion redentora Jesus abre las
puertas del cielo y de la comunicacion entre el cielo
y la tierra, entre Dios y la humanidad representada
por la Madre y el discipulo.
